What is a Blog?

A blog (a contraction of the term weblog) is a type of 
website, usually maintained by an individual with regular 
entries of commentary, descriptions of events, or other 
material such as graphics or video. Entries are 
commonly displayed in reverse-chronological order. 
"Blog" can also be used as a verb, meaning to maintain 
or add content to a blog. Many blogs provide 
commentary or news on a particular subject; others 
function as more personal online diaries.

What is a Blog?

� A system for posting, editing, and managing a collection of hypertext 
pages (generally pertaining to a certain topic or purpose)

� Blog: ...displayed as a set of pages in time order…

� Wiki: ...displayed by page as a set of linked pages....

� and optionally including comments, tags or categories or labels,
permalinks, and RSS (or other notification mechanisms) among 
other features.
